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Rules 
 

All clients must follow the following rules on 

Stó:lô Nation vehicles: 

1. Stay seated (unless the bus is stopped).  

2. Speak in a quiet manner and do not use profanity. 

3. Face forward (keep hands and head inside the 

bus).  

4. Be courteous to fellow riders and driver. 

5. Take care of the bus and its equipment. Do not 

take part in any vandalism.  

6. No tobacco, drugs and alcohol are not to be used 

on the bus or Appear to be Under the Influence.  

7. Do not tamper with the emergency door/windows/bus 

equipment. 

8.No unsafe items, such as weapons. 

9. No large packages cannot be carried on the bus, and 

no more than two Carrier On Items.   

10. No Eating or Drinking on the Bus.  
   Motor Vehicle Act 220 (4)  
 A seatbelt assembly must be worn when a 
motor vehicle is being operated. 
Clients are Responsible for their children. There are no seatbelts for passengers in the 

school buses.  

The 15 passenger Van has seat belts, Clients with children are under 18 kilograms (40 

pounds) and under six years of age, will not be able to ride in the Van. Reason, SNCDD 

does not carry approved child safety seats. If the Client brings an approved child safety 

seat the child may ride in the Van.  

Misbehaviour can result in your removal from the bus for 

one (1) to sixty (60) days or at the Drivers discretion.
